Aden is the centre of the exporting
and importing business for a Red
Sea commercial district made up of
the political divisions of Makalla,
Yemen, Asir, Hedjaz, Eritrea, Abys-
sinia, and French and British Som-
. alilands. It is the port of call in the
district for foreign shipping. Aden
importing and exporting firms have
agencies or other forms of represen-
tation in practically all the small Red
Sea ports, principally Makalla, Hod-
eida, Jiddah, Massowal, Jibouti, Ber-
cera, and outlying trade centres. It
therefore follows that Aden is the
place in which to begin to establish
business connections for operations
in this Red Sea commercial district.
Aden is a free port, excepting for a
smale tax or duty on alcoholicliquors
or preparations, intoxicating drugs,
and arms and ammunition. There is
an excellent harbour into which
large ships come, but the handling
of all cargo is bv means of lighters,
because of the lack of docks or
wharves suitable for the use of
steamers.

Fig Production
in Province of Aidin,
Asia Minor

(From Consular Report)

Fig-growing thrives best on rich
alluvial soil, and requires special
climatic conditions, i. e., a sea hreeze
from June to August, and dry north-
erly winds during maturity from
the 15th of August and on.

The fig producing district of the
Aidin province covers territory ex-
tending from Ayassoulouk to Nazli
spreading over a distance of from
48 to 108 kilometers on both sides of
the main railway lines, and compris-

ing the following districts in order
of importance.

Of the above mentioned places the
district lving between Deirmendjik
and Karabounar produces the best
quality figs. Those of the other
districts, though of a secondary
quality, are considered as eatable,
with the exception of the figs pro-
duced in the Mougla district which
are of an inferior quality called
“Hordas' and are used for making
alcohol. The vearly fig production
amounts to 300-250,000 kantars of
eatable quality and about 150,000
kantars of Hordas. The transpor-
tation of figs is carried on by railway
in the districts lying near the rail-
way line, but by camel in the Moug-
la district.

The owners of the fig-gardens
must hang on the fig trees bunches
of wild figs, which, in common lan-
guage, are called “ornli”. This is
done sometime between June isth
aud July 1st. Without these wild
figs the fruit withers and falls from
the tree. On one out of every ten
trees is placed one bunch of wild figs
which, through the activity of an in-
sect, renders fruitful the ten trees
around it.

No cultivating expenses are incur-
red by the owners, for fig trees re-
quire no special care. Assoon as figs
ripen they are gathered and spread

1. Curentinia : The fig is worked
into a round form, after the stem has
been cut off.

3. Laver: The fig, torn on one side,
is opened out in a very big round
form.

4. Naturelle: The figs are pressed
without any form in white sacks.

5. Refusa: spoiled figs, sold in

The working, or packing
expense depends on the rate of daily
wages, the rent of hans and the cost
of wooden boxes ; for example, a
wooden box of a capacity of 11 okes
cost 2 piasters (8 cts.) before the war
whereas it piasters

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What Russia has to Sell
(From ““Tie World's Markels”)

How far American importers will
benefit from the practical reversal
in the Russian policy of the Allied
nations, whereby trading with Rus-
is to be permitted under certain
limitations and restrictions, remains
to be seen. The present plan is,
broadly, to permit the sale to Rus-
sian cooperative organizations of
medicines, clothing, agricultural ma-
chinery ‘“and other manufactured
articles of which the Russian people
are in need"” in exchange for “'grain,
flax, and other things", of which the
announcement made by the Supreme
Council in Paris says the Russian
people “have a surplus supply.”

Of grains and flax, however, there
is no indication that Russia has at
present a surplus supply, or indeed,
even enough for the needs of its
own people. Russia has always been
dependent on the outside world for
manufactured requirements, inclu-
ding agricultural machinerv. From
the very outset of the war the old
source of supplies of this sort, Ger-
many, was, of course, taken away
from Russia and its inaccessibility
to the rest of the world rendered it
practically impossible for goods from
other nations, either Allies or neu-
trals, to reach the countrv in more
than mere dribblets. For more than
five years, therefore, Russia has been
unable to add to what supplies of this
sort it had within its own borders,

Moreover, Russia has been unable
during this period, and for the same
reasons, to obtain the tools and
spare partswhich are needed to keep
agricultural implements and machin-
ery in running order. Russia's own
industries of this sort amounted to
very little before the war and to less
during hostilities when what few in-
dustrial plants it had were of

with grains, very little of Russia's
needs are destined to be satisfied for
the present.

But there are a number of produets
other than flax and grains which
Russia is known to have in abun-
dance and which it would only he
too glad to exchange for wvarious
requirements from the outside world.
Huge quantities of skins, lumber,
bristles, fish, game birds, and var-
ious other foods and raw materials,
of which the world is just now n
great need, already exist or could be
accumulated in Russia to offer in
payment for Russian purchases.
Therefore, the practical working out
in detail of the new Russian poliey
of the Allies, which thus far has been
little more than roughly outlined.
will be watched with a great deal
of interest.

The Greek Ministry of National
Economy has organized at Athens
an exhibition of houses whose parts
can be assembled. The exhibition is
open until the end of December, 1920,
but could be prolonged, should im-
portant firms declare in time that
they wish to take part. Firms taking
part in the exhibition must send
their model houses complete and
1eady for use. The types of houses
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required are destined principally for
workmen in towns and the middle
classes generally, but also for the
mountain population and the country
people. The houses must be offered
at a reasonable price, and be pro-
vided with necessary conveniences,
They may be composed of one or
more storeys. It is necessary that
the ceiling should be high and the
roof not too steep in the types des-
tined for the population of the plains.
Firms may also send buildings for
schools, barracks, hospitals, public
meetings, baths, etc., as well as villas
and other luxury buildings for the

well-to-do classes.
The cost of transport of the build-

ings for exhibition must be borne
by the exhibitors. However, the im-
portation of models consigned to the
Ministry of National Economy will
be facilitated by the dispensation of
import duties and the unrestricted
sale of models to private purchasers
will be allowed after the close of the

Scope of the Fourteenth
Census Extended

That the rq4th Decennial Census, of
the United States on which enume-
ration work began January 2, 1920,
is to be the most important ever tak-
en, is shown by the fact that Congress
has increased the scope of the inquiries
so as to include forestry and for-
est products, two subjects never cov-
ered specifically by any preceding
census act.

The inquiries to be made relating
to population, manufactures, mines,
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quarries, and agriculture were also
extended in their scope by Congress.

The statistics gathered on mining
will include all oil and gas wells,
Many startling developments in this
important braneh of the nation’s re-
sources are looked for by census offie-
ials. The figures gathered in Texas,
Oklahoma, and Kansas will no doubt

prove to be those most eagerly sought.
The compilation and gathering of

forestry and forest products statistics
will be in charge of a special force of
experts. The accurate and compre-
hensive figures gathered concerning
this vital natural resource will be
much in demand, and the compari-
sons made with conditions existing
before the war will be of great int-

erest.
Agricultural statistics will likewise

be the subject of special effort on the
part of the Census Bureau, as the
importance of farming is being real-
ized by the average citizen far more
than ever before.

(Concluded from March nwumber)

Many places in Armenia contain
minerals : for instance, there are
copper, lead and silver, manganese,
iron, chrome iron, sulphurous iron,
sulphur, coal, soda, alum, cobalt,
berit, magnesia, and gold. These
deposits dre generally hardly ex-
plored orare impossible to exploit on
account of the scarcity of available
roads.

Letus mention the following among
the mines that are being exploit-
ed. The Caucasus, and Armenia in
particular, are among the countries
that are exceedingly rich in copper.
Among the innumerable deposits of
copper, as yet hardly explored, are
being exploited the rich copper
mines of Lori in the district of Bort-
chala ; near the stations Sanain and

[n the year 1913 the production of
these refineries was 231,540 poods of
red and electrolytic copper. The
mines contains 4-7% of copper mixed
with silver and gold. Also there
exist Sismaden copper mines in the
district of Alexandropol with the
average production of 3,000 poods of
copper vearly ; also the copper mines
of Temir Magarin the district of Novo
Bayazid, and the Trovo-Balka in the
district of Alexandropol.

The richest copper mines are in
the roadless mountainous region of
Zangezur and Goward with the cop-
per melting works at Siounik, Ou-
gourchag, Katar and other places,
whose general products are 112,000
poods of red copper. In the region
of Olti there are rich coal mines
awaiting exploitation ; the ore is es-
timated at 12% billion pounds or 250
million tons.

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- Of other minerals there are being
exploited the rich sulphuric colche-
don mines of Shirakatsor in the dis-
trict of Elisabethpol ; the iron mines
and cast iron foundries of Shatash
in the district of Borshal; the rich
alum rock pit of Saglyk in the dis-
trict of Elisabethpol; the very rich
rock salt pit of Koulpi in the district
of Surmala with the average produc-

tion of 165,000 poods. .
Important are the inexhaustible

beds of rock salt near Nakhitchevan,
the Agri mine near Nakhitchevan
with the yearly production of about
half a million poods, and the silver
and mercury mines of Ghiumansh-
Joug in the district of Sharur Dara-
laguose. The District of Surmala
possesses gold mines which have
great industrial importance and for
whose working a society has been
founded before the war. As it will
be seen in this enumeration the min-
erals are found within the Armenian
territory in the districts of Bortchala,
Kasach, Elisabethpol, Zangezur and
Surmala. Those rich deposits still
wait initiative capital and building
of roads to enable their exploration

and exploitation.
Caucasian Armenia is rich in water

energy from the Arax and other riv-
ers ; probably 200,000 horsepower
can be obtained practically by in-
stalling hydroelectric stations of 3,000
to 4,000 horse power. This energy
can be used for the working of the
abundant rock salt mines, for the
production of caustic soda, calcium
carbide, artificial manure, sulphuric
acid, for the refinemeut of copper and
chromic iron, for the electrification
of railroads, etc. Cheap electric ener-
gy combined with the abundance of
the minerals will give growth to new
' centres of industry in the country.
Regarding trade, Caucasian Ar-
menia is not only important as a
country producing all sorts of goods
valuable for the international mar-
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ket but as a place through which is
passing a great part of the trade
between Persia and Russia, as well
as between Persia and other foreign
countries : thisamounted to 164,592,000
roubles in 1913. The wealthiest pro-
vince of Persia, namely Persian Az
erbaidjan, exports the following pro-
ducts : dried fruits, cotton, carpets
and different raw products thrnugi]
Armenia on the Djoulfa-Tiflis rail-
road connection. Return traffic coi
sists of textiles, sugar, petroleum,
metals and manufactured goods from
Russia and abroad. With the build-
ing of the Djoulfa-Tiflis railroad,
only finished during the war, the
exchange of goods must take
much greater proportions, espec-
ially after the termination of the
Bakou-Djoulfa railway along the
valley of the river Arax, whose con-
struction was undertaken during the
war, also the completion of the pro-
jected line Batoum-Kars. The short-
est route from the Black Sea to the
Persian Gulf will pass through Ar-
menia. Trade with Persia was prin-
cipally handled by Armenian firms of

Erivan, and Tiflis, and Armenian and
Tartar firms in Bakou. -
An attempt is made herewith to

devise a set of the normal exports
and imports of Caucasian Armenia.
No official statistics are available
because the pre-war figures are in-
cluded under Russia. A fair con-
ception of the territory as an entity
can be obtained from a compilation
of the returns from the old customs
frontier together with available in-
ternal data. The Mailoff Scientific
Industrial Commission at Tiflis has
been of unusual assistance in the
analyses of trade movements. Three
tables follow, the first two giving the
imports according to source and des-
tination and exports in poods, for
all articles except cereals and fuel,
and the third table shows the amount
of imports and exports, of cereals and

The Armenians have farms subject
to seasonal raids due to the nomadic
Kourds coming down from the moun-
tains at the approach of winter and
with the coming of summer carrying
away with them their live-stock and
the products of the land. These prac-
tices hawe severely discouraged
local industries and have induced a
large emigration of Armenians to
the industrial sections of Bakou and
Northern Caucasus and in recent
years to America also. The great
war has dealt a further heavy blow ;
estimates have been made that sev-
enty-five per cent of their farms
have been ruined at a loss of consid-
erably more than three hundred
amillion dellars.

The Sofa Stock I:change has recently published a report of its activity dur-
ing 1919. This gives an interesting picture of the development of stuck compan-
ies in Bulgaria for that period : _

In spite of all the difficulties, as well as the scarcity of loans, the following
stock companies were founded during the past year: 9 stock companies for agri-
culture and catile raising represent a capital of 25,300,000 lewas®; 3 mining com-
panies, 20,000,000 lewas ; 45 building companies, 6,000,000 lewas ; 3 transportation
companies, 3,000,000 lewas ; 42 commercial companies, 92,950,000 lewas; 5 insur-
ance companies, 15,000,000 lewas; 23 loan companies, 87,000,000 lewas ; 40 man-
ufacturing companies, 111,450,000 lewas ; a total of 139 companies with a capital
of 360,700,000 lewas. :

Also the capital of the respective companies has increased. Toward the end
of 1917 there were 280 stock companies with a nominal capital of 589,217,000, of
which amount 375,361,000 was paid-up. In 1910 69 companies were founded;
the affairs of 8 others were liquidated, which, however did not prevent an increase
in total capital, as the following shows : these 69 companies represented a nominal
capital of 234,000,000 of which 154,765,000 lewas was paid-up. Towards the end
of 1919 there were 341 societies with a capital of 823,217,000 of which 530,126,000
lewas was paid-np.

The year 1919 was marked by a series of liquidations and new organizations,
Fourteen companies representing a capital of 138,033,000 lewas were transformed
of which 131,883,000 was paid-up capital, while 39 new companies were founded
with a capital of 360,700,000 lewas, of which 180,350,000 was paid-up. There
were in all towards the cnd of 1919 466 companies with a nominal capital of
1,321,950,000 lewas, of wl ich 842,359,000 was entirely paid-up. -

At the end of 1919: Increase of capital in existing companies 131,883,000 lewas,
capital in new companies organized during the year 180,350,000 lewas, total 312,-
233,000 lewas. '

However, it would be wrong to consider these figures as indicative of the re-,
crudescence of economic activity. They take the place of those deposits whiel
were not offered in the course of the year 1919 in suflicient number to answer
to the needs of circulation because of the rise in prices and of the exchange in
money for disnosal, and, consequently, they cannot lLe taken save in part asrep-
resenting the plans of aclivity projected for the normal period which is near,

Because, in spite of all the handicaps and despite the uncertainty, the
country is anxious to work, and it is with great satislaction that we note the]
great impatience with which the return to creative industry and commerce 18 an-
ticipated.

Tl e activity of the companies organized in 1919 was in various economic
fields and evidences an indestructible disire of our people to give themselves to

peaceful pursuits. These companies as well as those which existed before 1919
may be grouped as follows :

The economic life
cannot count on greater forces, and the treasury on ‘more punctual contributors,
A mass of considerations, therefore, combine to support the protection of the
tendancy to place to profit, through these stock companies, the scattered savings
and funds in order to encourage the spirit «f enterprise which will result in
multiplying the economic resources of the country.

The Economic Situation
in Rumania

(Fram L Information d’ Orient™)

Roumania hasbeen passing through
an economic crisis, but the crisis
has been due especially to artificial
causes.

The country's production is both
rich and varied, consisting of cereals,
gasolene, . wood, salt, mazout, ete,
etc. But the German occupation 8o
depleted the country, that it has nbt
vet recovered, though sixteen months
have passed since the armistice, The
plan for the exportation of gasolene,
announced some time ago, has not
heen realized, because the damage to
the wells has not been sufficiently
repaired, and because transportation
is lacking for the gasolene already
drawn,and there is lack offuel for the
locomotives. The railroad cars and es-
pecially thelocomotives havebeen tak-
en from the country by the Germans,
and the remainder were for the most
part rendered unservicable by the
(yermans at the moment of their
retreat.

The Roumanian Maritime Service,
which had established a regular ser-
vice between Roumania and Cons-
tantinople and the Mediterranean,

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was obliged for a time to suspend
operations because of the lack of
mazout, one of the chief products of
the country.

The Roumanian administration,sei-
zed by fear, had systematically for-
bidden all exportation. However, the
country had need of manufactured
goods, and for a time there was a
large amount of importation which
was mnot balanced by exportation.
There resulted, therefore, a marked
depreciation in Roumanian money.
The note of 20 lei, which was worth
180 piastres last year, has been down
as low as 34 piastres recently. The
disordered state of the finances as
well as the threat of Bolshevism have
also helped to the depreciation of the
Roumanian money. Constantinople
also has suffered from this depreci-
ation because of the amount of lei
in the market from the sale of mer-
chandise to Roumania.

But the situation is abnormal and
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amelioration is promised for the near
future. Recently there have been
elear evidcnces of economic resfcra-
tion. One of these is the order of the
government for so locomotives from
the Baldwin Locomotive works at
Philadelphia. The order amounts
to § 3,250,000 payable in Treas-
ury notes of three to five vears at
6 Y% 1uterest.

Besides the government is about to
take the necessary measures for re-
pair of the railroads. Once the ques-
tion of transportation is regulated,
the preducts of the interior, cereals,
wood, gasolene, mazout, etc., will be
easily brought to the ports on the
rivers or sea and thence exported_to
their different destinations. Some
powerful American organizations
propose to buy a large part of the
gasolene supply.

In addition the Roumanian govern-
ment, in order to reestablish the fi-
nancial equilibrium, proposes to tax

Trade with Persia

A speech by Earl Curzon on Brit-
trade with Persia is reported in
part as follows by the ILondon Daily
Telegraph:

ish

“For along period the foreign trade
of the Persian Empire has, in the
main, teen in the hands of Russia
and Great Britain and the Indian
Empire. In the financial vear 1913-14,

the latest for which statistics
available, the two western empires di-
vided between them no less than
§79,015,463 out of Persia's total_ for-

are
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eign trade of §97,595,833, leaving
only § 18,580,370 for all the rest of the
world. The two next highest nations
were Turkey with §5,238,622 and
Germany with §2,048,744. The trade
with Turkey was steadily declining
and much of it, although classed as
Turkish, should be credited to Eng-
land. A considerable amount of goods
classed as Russian, because they en-
tered Persia through Russian ports,
was also British, especially tea from
India and Ceylon and cotton goods
from Manchester intended for north-
ern Persia.

“British trade necessarily entered
Persia through the shallow and dif-
ficult Persian Gulf ports, such as
Bender Abbas, Bushire, and Moham-
merah. From there goods had, and still
have, to be carried on camels and
mules for leng distances over bad
roads. The city of Ispahan, for in-
stance, which is situated not far from
the center of Persia, is distant, by
shortest trade route, 380 miles from

“If British trade is to take advant-
age of the opportunity now offered by
the internal condition of Russia its
only real competitor, the first essen-
tial is the improvement of communi-
cations. Persia is entirely without
railways. It would take many years
to build the lines necessary to car-
ry goods from the gulf ports, which
British traders must use, to central
and northern Persia. Motors might
be used, especially in the central and
western portions of the country, pend-
ing the construction of railways. Is
communication with northern Per-
sia were improved it is certain there
would be a large demand for British
goods, including thread and yarns,
tobacco, cigarettes, clothing, sugar,
soap, indigo, leather, drugs, hard-

ware, glass, and china.
“It is the transport dlffuzult‘r. which

causes such a disproportion between
the import and export trades. The
comparatively small bulk and high
value of the imported goods make it
possible to convey them inland to
the consumer; but local produce,
being for the most part bulky and
comparatively cheap raw material will
not pay expensive pack transport,
and the exchange of commodities is
checked, and there is little room for
the expansion of trade.

“Persia hasfew manufactured goods
to offer. Carpets, opium, and attar of
roses are almost all it has to sell
that is not too bulky to pay high
transport rates. But it produces large
quantities of agricultural products,
such as cereals of all kinds, dried
fruits (peaches, apricots, plums, rais-
ins, figs, dates), almonds, cotton,
hemp, hides, raw silk, tobacco, gums,
dyestuffs, and timber (principally
boxwood and oak). The country is
rich in mineral ores, including iron,

£20,054,525
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copper, lead, zinc, manganese, nicke],
and cobalt. Turquoises are found, and
there are large deposits of lime,
gypsum, marble, alabaster, and soap-
stone. Practically none of these min-
erals is worked. Here and there at-
tempts are made to work lead and a
little copper, but these hardly de-
serve the name of mining, and the

- great mineral wealth of Persia is un-

touched.
One exception must be made Min-

eral oil is now being developped on
a large scale in southern Persia, but
only a small portion of the known
oil-bearing region has been touched,
Experts who have examined the
country believe that Persia contains
one of the really important oil fields
of the world, and that it is probably
continuous with the Baku oil region
on the Caspian Sea. No recent figures
of the out put are available,

The import trade of Persia is made
up chiefly of cotton goods and wool-
en and other textiles,' varns, sugar,
tea, hardware, china and glassware,
iron and steel, dyes, matches, candles,
and similar goods. In the year 1913-14
the value of the imports into Persia
was $57,262,320, and the value of the
exports §40,333,513. Of this total of
Russia took §58,216,450
and the British Empire §20,799,013.
As stated, the only other country
whose trade with Persia reached a
million pounds sterling was Turkey.
Since 1914 the trade has been very
small, owing to the war. It is again
beginning to revive, but to secure the
increase in foreign trade which the
country warrants, there is a great
need of improvement of transport

facilities by sea and land.

Manufacture of
Foodstuffs And Beverages
in Turkey

(From the U. S. Burean of Foreign and
Domestic Commerce.)

A good future seems to await the
industry of foodstuffs in the region
formerly known as the Turkish Em-
pire. Smyrna is famous for dried figs
and raisins, Damascus for apricots;
the canning and preserving of vege-
tables, fruits, meat, and fish (chiefly
smoked fish) is carried on extensive-
ly, though the work isusually per-
formed in a primitive way by the
dealers themselves. The industrial
census enumerates six canning fac-
tories in Constantinople and two in
Smyrna, each employing between
10 and 65 operatives in peace times.
The erection of new factories is
contemplated. Canned vegetables,
chiefly legumes and pumpkins, are
the products of these factories. The
canning of olives, preserved in brine,
oil, or vinegar, is carried on chiefly in
the vicinity of Mudania and on the
Gulf of Edremid. A large canning
factory at Kartal on the Gulf of Is-
midt was obliged to close on account

of its inabhility to compete with the
cheap products of the small dealers.
A French factory for the canning of
of fish at Lapski, near Gallipoli, was
unable to continue operations for
lack of skilled operatives, and was
finally taken over by a native who
carries on the work on a small scale.
Turkish sweetmeats, such as helva,
lokum, etc., are prepared in very
small establishments only.

The manufacture of beer, wine,
spirits, and other alcoholie or non-al-
coholic drinks is comparatively small,
as the Turk — both for religious and
other reasons — prefers fresh spring
water to all other beverages. In
Constantinople there are two mod-
ern breweries: The Bomonti brewery,
with a capacity of 2,642,000 gallons,
founded by Swiss capitalists: and the
smaller Nektar brewery, allied with
the former, but now idle. Smyrna
has a local branch of the Bomonti
and another small primitive brewery.
In 1913 the three Bomonti breweries
employed about 150 persons. The Bo-
monti owns an ice factory ; there is
another ice factory at Stenia on the
Bosporus, and two in Smyrna. These
four factories manufacture 12,000 tons

of ice annually.

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The production ,of wine is not at
all commensurate with the great
abundance of grapes, as most of the
grapes are eaten fresh, or dried into
raisins, or worked into the sweet-
meats called pekmes and bulama. Most
of the wine is produced in European
Turkey (about 15,400 tons of so-call-
ed Halkan wine), in the vilayets of
Aidin and Brusa, and im Syria The
cooperative society of Jewish wine
growers in Rishon le Sion near Jaffa
produces between 800,000 an 1,000,000
gallons of wine and spirituous liguor.
The society owns the largest wine
cellars in the Turkish Empire, having
a capacity of 3,7000,000 gallons. The
society of German wine growers in
Sorona produced alout 130,000 gal-
lons. In Constantinople the largest
wine cellars are those of the Umur-
dja estate, where wine, spirits, vin-
egar, and perfumes are produced.

Spiritnous liquors are prepared
everywhere in a primitive way. They

are distilled over anise, as a rule,
with an addition of mastic; quite oft
en the beverage is prepared by simp-
ly mixing imported alcohol with
water and anise oil. Industrial alco-
hol is manufactured on a small scale
in Constantinople and Smyrna,
chiefly from raisins. Modern distill-
eries liave been installed in theMakri-
koi munition factory and in the for
mer stearine factory at Pasha-Bagh-
tche; the latter was commandeered
by the Government. Turkey im-
ports about 13,000 tons of alcohol an-
nually and it seems that additional
distilleries might be established with
profit, since alcohol can be manu-
factured from corn, millet, grape
husks, windfall figs, and gfapes,
carob beans, etc. .

Seltzer and soft drinks are manu-
factured in a few small establish-
ments in the capital, but the produe-
tion is insignificant.

(From “The Near FEast”)

It is reported that considerable
progress is being made in Yugoslavia
in the construction of railway lines
in the interior, but the transit of
goods through Fiume and other
ports on the coast has become very

difficult owing to the delay in sett]-
ing the Adriatic question. The line
Paris-Agram-Belgrade soon becomes
congested, and, though railway com-
munications from Salonica to Bel-
grade are in running order again, the
journey” still takes a considerable
time. The government is taking the
questions of transit seriously in hand
and by degrees the import and export
trade of the new State should be
freed from difficulties. In dealing
with this subject, a writer in a con-
temporarymagazinediscusses thepro-
ject for a canal linking the Danube
with Salonica. The utilization of the
great waterway to Serbia will un-
doubtedly prove a most important fac-
tor in the life of the new State, and
the River Morava, which is the hack-
bone of the country, will be utilized
in conjunction with the River Var-
dar.

soon after the Balkan War and dur-
‘ing the recent war, and in which were
pointed out the great benefits that
Serbia would derive by the union of
the two rivers, Vardar and Morava,
forming an excellent waterway all
along Serbia, with one outlet in the
Aegean Sea, at a point south of Sal-
onica, and another in the Danube.

Tobacco at Smyrna

The average production of tobaceo
in Turkey during theyears 1910 to
1914 (the provinces lost in the Bal-
kan wars not included) amount ed to
36,000,000 kilos yearly, against 22,
000,000 kilos during the vears 1goz
to 1909. The average annual pro-
duction of the lost provinces amount-
ed to 25,000,000 kilos.

The Smyrna district represents 80%
of the total production of Turkey.
In the last years before the war the
Smyrna distrist produced an average
of 10,000,000 kilos; 62% was pro-
duced in the sandjak of Smyrna, 14%

The difference is
not due to the care which the natives
give to the culture of the trees or to
the method of collecting the gum but
simply to the natural conditions of
climate and soil. During the war, the
outside world was deprived of the
Turkish product, but on the conclu-
sion of the armistice the demand was
made upon the stock from every side.

During the war, also, because of
the scarcity of labor that had devoted
itself to the culture of tragacanth and
because of the vicissitudes of the re-
gions which produced it, the returns
were sensibly diminished. However,
since the Central Powers were not
able to use the entire stock and since
America and England are the parti-
cular clients of Turkey in this article,
there was a stock of considerable
importance on hand at the time of
the armistice.

The price of the product at this

period remained fairly reasonable,
but when the freedom of commerce
of Constantinople was declared, the
demand for tragacanth became sp
great that the existing stocks in the
city were rapidly used up, and those
in the provinces were soon drawn
upon, and with this demand the price
rose to such a figure as could never
have been anticipated.

At presentthe good qualities of trag-
acanth are scarce, and even the in-
ferior qualities, that formerly were
classed as waste, do not arrive save
in rare lots and are taken up at once.

Constantinople is the port of Turkey
for tragacanth. Very little is exported
through other ports. Often even Per-
sian gum is found in the city in tran-
sit. The Persian quality has the fol-
lowing characteristics : it is fine, white,
and in long pieces in the good qua-
lity; blonde and yellow in the infer-
ior grades.

Hardware, leather, and footwear
have been imported principally
through European commission hous-
es and in many instances have been
entered as of European origin. The
following articles of American hard-
ware and cutlery are best known in
this market : Saws, files, plumbing
supplies and pipes, brass fittings,
pipe joints, razors, ice-cream freezers,
clips, etc. The bhardware trade in
the Caucasus offers a wide field for
expansion to American manufactur-
ers who are able to study local re-
quirements and willing to meet lo-
cal conditions. American leather
and footwear were beginning to
obtain a firm foothold in all the prin-
cipal cities of the Caucasus: the
sudden stoppage of imports toward
the end of the year 1914 created a
serious crisis in this trade, Most of
this trade was handled, however,
through European agents. Com-
plaints reached the American con-
sulate that shoes of certain well-
known makes were not uniform in
quality, and it is believed that many
imitations flooded the market. 3

Among articles of American origin
imported to this market in 1914 on
a limited scale are musical instru-
ments, chemicals, electrical supplies,
refrigerators, photographic appli-
ances, toilet requisites, and groceries’
